E bem conhecido que em sistemas subcriticos a correlagdo entre pontos distantes descresce
exponencialmente com a distancia.

Nesta palestra consideraremos o processo de percolagao de Bernoulli, em que elos da rede
cubica sao independentemente abertos com probabilidade p, e fechados com probabilidade 1— p.
Introduziremos uma linha de defeitos em que os elos sao abertos com probabilidade p' < p, e
estudaremos o efeito de p’ e da dimensao sobre o0 decaimento exponencial da fase subcritica.
Em particular pretendemos apresentar (de maneira ndo-técnica) a origem da influéncia de p/
€ a sua conexao com as propriedades de recorréncia/transiéncia de um passeio aleatorio com
incrementos independentes.

Motor cognition: neurophysiological underpinning of planning,
imagining and predicting upcoming actions

Motor systems are exquisitely adapted to transform an action goal into the production of a move-
ment of greatest fit in a given context. This transformation, called motor planning, is thought to be
performed through internal models of actions. These models operate by continuously monitoring
the motor output and by making future predictions of changes in body states and of the immedi-
ate environment. Because of the delays inherent to sensorimotor processing, the ability to predict
the future state of the motor system in a variable environment (context) is considered crucial to
create efficient movements and appropriate behaviors. In this colloquium | intend to explore how
the brain activity associated with motor planning changes as a function of the context in which
this movement shall be performed. Furthermore, | will present results showing that lesions in
specific brain regions can affect the capacity of making predictions of one’s own and/or of other’s
upcoming actions.
